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Syria

The Anna Lindh Foundation’s Network in Syria has
involved civil society organisations working in
different cities and towns in the country, including
Damascus, Homs and Aleppo. The Arab Academy in
Damascus has been the coordinator of the Syrian
Network since 2005.

Between 2006 and 2007 the Anna Lindh Foundation
organised a training for multipliers for the Syrian civil
society on project proposals writing and development.
Among the projects funded by the Foundation in the
framework of the 1001 Actions for Dialogue’ campaign
in 2008, there were the Syrian actions ‘Go East! Go
Syria’and the‘Sham Spiritual Oasis" Through the action
‘Go East! Go Syria, people were brought together
to Damascus from a range of countries, including
Germany, Turkey and Jordan, with workshops and
meetings on the topics of education for dialogue and
Syrian-European relations. Within the programme,
the major public event was the organisation of the
European Cultural Day where each participating
cultural centre presented an activity from its country.

The winner of the first edition of the Euro-Med
Dialogue Award was Mar Musa Al Habashi Monastery
in Syria for its proactive role in the field of inter-
religious dialogue through an approach of mediation
and mutual respect. On behalf of the Monastery,
Father Paolo participated in the ALF ad-hoc group
‘Major Misconceptions in Intercultural and Inter-
religious Dialogue’ in cooperation with the Arab
League (Cairo 2006), the Dialogue Night held at the
Bibliotheca Alexandrina (2006), the Debate on Art and
Dialogue (May 2008) organised by the International
Cultural Centre in Krakow. In March 2010, Deema
Fayad, representative of Deir Mar Musa attended the
first Anna Lindh Civil Society Forum for Intercultural
Dlalogue, which was held in Spain.

Tunisia has played host to a number of important
activities that the ALF has been involved in since
its inauguration. Since its appointment in 2005 by
the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Centre de Carthage
pour le Dialogue des Civilisations representing the
Tunisian Network, and as of 2009, Club UNESCO
ALESCO BARDO has been coordinating the common
actions of the Tunisian Network in the framework of
the Network Development Scheme.

In November 2005, the ALF took part in the World
Summit on Information Society in Tunisia, and the
following month, organised a national workshop about
‘the Role of Young Women in Society: How to fight
against Social Stereotyping’ In 2007, the ALF was also
represented at the Euro-Mediterranean Parliamentary
Assembly held in Tunis.

In 2009, Network member ‘El Teatro Espace d’art et de
creation’ hosted a creative writing workshop in Tunis
for young winners of the first edition of Sea of Words
literary competition, co-organised with the Tunisian
Head of Network. In 2010, as part of their national
Initiative, the Tunisian Network organised a common
event in several Tunisian cities entitled ‘Ana Tounsy’
with the participation of approximately 3000 people
and a delegation from the French network and with 13
information sessions held in different cities.

Following the historic events in Tunisia of 2011, as
well as the wider Arab region, the ALF launched a
region-wide Initiative entitled ‘Believe in Dialogue,
Act for Citizenship. The Initiative included a Euro-
Mediterranean Social Media Forum and activities
in Tunis where National Network members had the
opportunity to exchange good practice on citizenship
and participation with civil society across the region.

The Turkish Network of the ALF has been involved in
launching intercultural dialogue projects with civil
society groups in countries including Italy, France,
Germany and Egypt. The Network is coordinated by
the Istanbul Foundation for Culture and Arts (IKSV);
System and Generation(S&G); and the Association of
Civil Society and Development Institute(ACSDI).

In 2006, the ALF partnered with the Euro-Med Youth
Platform for a networking event in Istanbul involving
youth leaders from 30 countries. With the Istanbul
Foundation for Culture and Arts, the ALF organised
in 2007 the ‘Youth Workshop for the Settlement of
Conflicts through Cultural Cooperation’in Istanbul; the
workshop was attended by 40 youth leaders and youth
workers from 27 Euro-Mediterranean countries.

In 2008, in the framework of the ALF's 1001 Actions
for Dialogue’ campaign, the Turkish Network was
involved in launching youth and cultural Initiatives,
including: the ‘GePGeNc Youth Festival, organised by
the Istanbul Bilgi University with intercultural good
practices, 40 artistic performances and youth forum;
and ‘Understanding the Other; led by the Support
to Life organisation, involving activities with young
people from diverse backgrounds living in the ‘migrant
neighborhood’ of Tarlabasi, including role plays and
simulations.

For the ALF’s 2009 Initiative ‘Restore Trust, Rebuild
Bridges, System and Generation Association launched
the action ‘Youth Incubator for Reconciliation’! Also
in 2009, the ALF was present in Turkey for the United
Nations Alliance of Civilizations Forum where it co-
organised activities in partnership with the UN Alliance,
the British Council and the Euro-Med Journalism
Network. In August 2010, the Turkish ALF National
Network meeting brought together in Istanbul civil
society groups from various towns and cities including
Ankara, Canakkakle and Eskisehir.

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Governance and Management

Co-financed by the 43 countries of the Union for the Mediterranean and the European Commission, the ALF
is ruled by a Board of Governors composed of representatives of those countries. The Board approves the
programme and the budget of the Foundation, and appoints the President and the Executive Director.

The ALF President represents the Foundation in its external relations, presides over the Advisory Council, reports
to the Ministerial meetings, and assists the Executive Director in the preparation of the multi-annual work
programme. The Foundation is managed by its Executive Director who manages the Foundation, prepares the
programme and the budget, appoints and heads the staff, prepares the meetings of the Board of Governors and
acts as the legal representative of the Foundation.

The Advisory Council, which advises the Board of Governors, the Executive Director and the National Networks,
is selected by the Board. It is composed of 18 members, 9 from EU countries and 9 from Mediterranean partner
countries, chosen for their background, experience and independence in the field of intercultural dialogue.

The Anna Lindh Foundation functions as a Network of National Networks. The Networks are coordinated by 43
Heads of Network who contribute to the strategy and programme development of the Foundation, through the
annual Heads meeting and ongoing consultation.

Board of Governors

The ALF's Board of Governors is composed by representatives of all the countries of the Union for the
Mediterranean’: Albania, Algeria, Austria, Belgium, Bosnia and Herzegovina, Bulgaria, Croatia, Cyprus, the Czech
